Homework:  Daily assignments will be made from the textbook.  Homework will NOT be collected. However, the daily homework will be the basis for the weekly quizzes, and some problems from the homework may be chosen to be on your exams, so failure to do the assigned problems will likely lower your quiz and test scores.

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given almost every week.  There will be approximately eleven quizzes worth 25 points each.  I do not allow make-ups on quizzes for any reason; however, I will drop your three lowest quiz scores.  Your quiz average, out of 100, will count as part of your final grade.

Tests:  Tests will be given approximately every 5 weeks.
