LAB REPORT ( LAB ABSTRACT

I have decided to change the lab report assignment (GA Experiment) to a lab abstract assignment, with a target length of 750-1500 words.  However, the preparation of figures and tables summarizing the class data will still be required, as outlined in the ‘specific instructions’ for the experiment provided on the class webpage.  The tables and figures should be referred to in the abstract and turned in with the abstract.  You will also be expected to suggest alternative hypotheses if you conclude that the data does not fully support the assigned hypothesis, again as outlined in the specific instructions, and to demonstrate a knowledge of how 95% confidence interval ranges (which should be included on your graphs) can be used to evaluate whether the differences between treatment means are statistically significant.  Again, see the GA Experiment instructions for more details here.  

I had originally allotted 40 points for the lab report assignment, but will downgrade the point value to 25 points as a lab abstract assignment and will calculate your class scores accordingly; i.e., based on a point total of 285, converted to a grade on 300 point scale.  However, if you are interested in preparing a full lab report I will still accept these reports and will grade them on a scale of 40 points meaning that you will have to potential to earn up to 10-15 bonus points.  

Also, I will finish grading your Shoot Gravitropism abstracts by next Tuesday (Dr. Mustafa’s first lab) so that you can get some feedback on your initial efforts.
