Sources

Sources will be typed in a Word document with name, major, and topic listed at the top of the page.  You need to use at least 1 source from a book/text and the web, & 2  periodical/journals and no less than 6-8 sources overall.  There will be headings for Web, Periodical, & Text which will be underlined and have all sources listed that fall into this category.  Correct bibliography notation is expected.  
References

Your references go here in alphabetical order (by the first author’s last name – or when there is    no author, the first word of the title). This page is already set up with hanging indents. Triple click anywhere in this paragraph to enter your first reference. Include only references cited in your paper, and be sure to include every reference cited in your paper. 
Last Name, First Initial.  Middle Initial (if there is one). (year). Name of article in sentence case: If there is a subtitle, it should also be in sentence case. Name of Journal in Title Case, volume (issue), first page-last page.  Retrieved Month Day, Year, from name of database. An example of a properly formatted reference is APA shown below.

Outline

The outline will be typed in a Word document with your name, major and topic listed at the top of the page.  Your outline will have these basic parts -Description/background history of the issue, Pro side, Con side, Conclusion.  You will need to fill in all other areas with your research, but you do not have to give me your conclusion at this time (as you are still formulating your opinion).  Example:

       I.  History/Background (make sure to stick to the issue and not give a general history – Look
           at why this has become an issue)

Final Version
The paper should be 20 pages long and double spaced. It should follow the outline with the 4 major components (Description/background history of issue, Pro side, Con side, Your conclusion-which side you believe in and why)   Your paper should be well supported with facts, examples and quotes that prove the various pros and cons that you are making.  Both sides of the issue should be equally presented.  Your conclusion should be the only place that personal opinion is made.  This is where you tell me which side you believe in and why.

I do have a particular writing standard of preference and standards – such as APA style, and make sure all words are spelled correctly, proper grammar is used, and all facts/quotes cited or footnoted.  Please turn in your final version in class.  The file should be in Microsoft Word and named lastfirst.doc (i.e. SmithJohn.doc)   Make sure to include your sources at the bottom of your final draft, and that at least 6-8 of those sources are cited in the paper.
