The writer will not read his or her paper for this Peer Review. Instead, make notes directly on the paper, with the following in mind:

· the intro – does it clearly state what the paper is about (without rambling on and on)

· is the thesis statement strong and arguable?

· the body paragraphs – do they start with topic sentences and does each sentence in that paragraph support that topic (cross out any BS or extraneous material); mark where new paragraphs might begin, if necessary
· the quotes – are they well integrated? Are there enough of them? Do they relate to the topic sentence? Has the writer ended the paragraph with a quote?
· did the writer reach page length – if not, what can be done?

· Anything jump out to you about the citing?

· Does the writer spend enough time with the opposing points of views?

· Did the writer convince you – why? Why not?
